Having had completed all of the marketing techniques for this annual Mead Valley Tire     
Amnesty Event, the Code Enforcement staff, Riverside County Waste Management staff, and 
volunteers were ready to start this event. On Saturday, September 18, 2010, the Mead Valley 
Community Center opened its doors to begin the collection of tires. Residents arrived early to 
secure their places in line and to give themselves the opportunity for return trips.   
 
Several past Community Development Block Grant recipients participated and even found 
ways to ñpay it forward,ò as they volunteered their time to assist in unloading tires in        
addition to driving through Mead Valley and picking up illegally discarded tires.  As previously 
mentioned, Riverside County Waste Management brought two IMPACT crews, who drove 
around the area, picking up tires that had already been assessed just a few days prior to the 
event ï totaling 240 tires.   
 
The event began with two ongoing stops for residents to unload their unwanted tires;     
however, due to the long lines, we decided to open yet another bin for drop off. This made 
the line move faster. While people waited in line, we collected waiver forms and distributed 
the September issue of our newsletter, The Posting.   
 
All of those involved worked very hard. Our officers gave more than 110%. Without a doubt, 
our number one volunteer was Randy Biles, who had stopped by with a friend to help unload 
some tires and decided to stay because he saw an opportunity to make a difference.  Joe 
Shupp and Scott Bryant worked diligently all day.  Cesar Navarette commented that this had 
been the busiest tire event he had seen so far.  He and his volunteers worked especially hard 
to load tires into a trailer.   
 
As the residents dropped off their first loads, the line slowly began to seem shorter.  Then, 
as they returned for the second and third trips, the line became never -ending once again. 
Nonetheless, people did not mind the long lines and were actually very appreciative of this 
event.  Several citizens even asked if more of these activities could be throughout the year.   
 
Many residents attended the event ï some needed assistance and others offered their    
morning to help within their own community. Overall, the results were amazing. Loads of 
tires were collected; and witnessing how well people worked together toward the same goal 
was fantastic. It made me proud to be a part of this event with everyone involved.  Mead 
Valley is now much cleaner.  Great Job Everyone!
