This location in Temescal Valley is known as a hot spot for illegal
dumping and though we have worked in this area several times, it was
the very first time we were able to obtain the much needed assistance
to pick up the scattered bulky items and the large quantity of dumped
tires. This is yet another example of what collaboration can really
accomplish. Code Enforcement together with Riverside County Waste
| Management and three clean money teams worked together to
produce extraordinary results.
All teams arrived on time and we even had parents that stayed to help
out after seeing just how much the extra hands would assist. Due to
the size and variety of the job at hand we split up the groups and had each tackle a different duty.
We assigned the Girl Scout #67 troop to focus on litter and blow trash in an area away from all of
the heavy trucks. This team worked very hard while accomplishing part of their mission statement
which is to build character while making the world a better place to live. They will be able to pur-
chase their much needed supplies thanks to the clean money program and their hard work. Great
job girls - mission accomplished! The Youth Advisory Council (YAC) from district one wanted to
demonstrate their efforts and community pride while cleaning up a portion of Temescal Valley.
They will donate their proceeds to the Family Service Association for their efforts in the community.
This team focused on getting all the dumped tires out from a wash area and piled them roadside,
so that the Riverside County Waste Management crew could load them onto the dump trucks. They
made it their own mission to dig out every single tire. Auburndale Middle School Band scoured the
site for all types of dumping and brought it to trucks to be loaded and hauled off to the landfill.
The coordinators from these youth groups expressed to us just how appreciative they were about
having an opportunity to raise money for their organization while providing their kids a lesson on
illegal dumping and caring for the environment.

Riverside County Waste Management retrieved piles of other dumping including broken ce-
ment and tile that were too heavy for even our youth and parents. This collaboration between
community and Riverside County has helped return this dumpsite to its serene and clean, natural
state.
