
Riverside County Code Enforcementôs Special Enforcement Team (S.E.T.) identified a problem area in 
the unincorporated area of Indio also known as Carver Track.  Officer. P. Hernandez asked if there was 
anything I could do to help this community with the illegal dumping of the alley roads.  In addition to 
the illegal dumping there is a problem with homeless and drug use.  There is a nearby homeless shelter 
in this area.  They use the alley roads to sleep off their drug activities. There is a photo below of the 
bed used. 
 
I contacted my trusty clean up crew, the Thermal United Kids. They came out on Saturday March 28th 
and did a wonderful job of cleaning up.  A vacant lot north of the alley was also cleaned up. The lot is a 
major target for illegal dumping.  The property owner was very excited to learn that his property would 
be cleaned up and expressed the huge disappointment of being a victim of illegal dumping.  
 
This project is just one of many clean ups that the Thermal Unite Kids have helped out with. They 
started out just cleaning up their own community of Thermal, but continue to want to do more for their 
nearby communities.
